The competition will be
split into the Under-13s (ie 12 and under) and the 13-17 year olds and is open to both
boys and girls. The Under-13s will comprise 6 players (plus a max of 2 reserves)
whilst the older teams will comprise 5 players each (plus a max of 2 reserves). Please
note that no player can play in more than one team.

01332 691 493) no later than 17 May 2003. They must also send £30.00 for every
team they enter: this will cover the cost of trophies and a meal for the players. In order
to avoid a repetition of last year’s misunderstandings, please find enclosed a copy of
the Competition Rules. It is envisaged that a bouncy Castle/Slide will be hired for the
day to entertain the youngest. Bar and food facilities will be available for adults.



NATIONAL C.Y.M. 5/6-A-SIDE FOOTBALL RULES

1. Normal football rules apply except those amended below.

2. There are no of f-sides.

3. Only the goalkeeper is allowed in the penalty ‘D’ area. Goalkeeper's ball
if infringement by the attacking side. Penalty if infringement by the
defending side.

4. Goalkeeper not allowed out of penalty area. Penalty for infringement.

The goalkeeper must throw the ball underarm. The goalkeeper must

not kick the ball out. An indirect free kick 1 metre from the edge of

the goal area will be awarded.

All free-kicks are direct except for rule 5.

Rotating substitutes i.e. substituted players can come back.

U12s will have 6 players on the pitch at any one ftime with max two
assigned substitutes ; 13-17s will only have five players on the pitch
with max two assigned substitutes.

9. Substitutions have to take place of f the pitch, with the referee's
permission. The game does not have to stop.

10. When a player receives the ball from the goalkeeper it cannot be
passed back to the goalkeeper without being touched by another
player first. Free kick from place of play back for infringement.

11. The ball can go above head height but if the ball goes out of the court
then a throw in will be awarded. The fence is part of the pitch. No
throw-ins etc if the ball touches the fence.

12. No slide tackles allowed in the game. Free kick for infringement.

13.No obstructing. Free kick for infringement.

14.Players have to be two yards back from any free kicks. This rule still
applies if the free kick is allocated within two yards of the penalty
area.

15. Any player sent off will be banned from taking part in the next two
games.
