ITEMS: Let’s continue to support Viktor Yushchenko
Dear Members

Further to events in Ukraine, we call on all CYM members to actively take part in all and any
events being promoted in support of the aspirations of people in Ukraine for free and
democratic Presidential Elections in that country. An obvious way to do this, and many CYM
members are already doing so, is to take part in the nightly demonstrations in west London in
support of Viktor Yushchenko (see www.cym.org/uk).

An equally effective way, and one in which everyone throughout the UK can take part in, is to
lobby their local MPs to sign an Early Day Motion (EDM), currently being proposed in
Parliament by the MP Anne Campbell condemning the irregularities and fraud perpetrated
during the recent Presidential Elections in Ukraine. Ideally the letters or emails should be in
your own words, but a sample letter has been posted on the SUB web-site (www.augb.co.uk)
and can be consulted for reference. The text of the EDM No 167 follows below.

Early Day Motion (EDM) No 167

24.11.2004

That this House notes with concern the way the presidential election has been conducted
in Ukraine; is concerned about reports of voting irregularities and election fraud and
manipulation; regrets that pro-Yushchenko groups have suffered accusations of plotting
terrorist attacks, that Mr Yushchenko was possibly subjected to an attempt on his life,
and that pro-Government TV channels gave uncritical coverage to Mr Yanukovych and
displayed unacceptable media bias in advance of the poll; further regrets that the
elections do not appear to have conformed with European democratic norms and have
failed to meet a number of OSCE conditions; recognises the courage of the Ukrainian
people who have peacefully demonstrated for a transparent electoral process; and calls
on the UK Government to make clear its support for democratic rights and the
importance of free and fair elections.
