2. Action for the Recognition of the Great Famine - reminder

We are rapidly approaching the annual commemoration of the Great Famine
(Holodomor) of 1932-33 — which is held every 4™ Saturday of November — and we
would like to use this opportunity to remind everyone about the ongoing effort to have
the Holodomor recognised as genocide against the Ukrainian Nation. Please note that
it still is not too late to sign the petition on the Internet to the British Prime Minister,
which is currently active and can be found at: http://petitions.pm.gov.uk/Ukraine-
Genocide/ and where you will also find the full text of the petition. To-date, many
countries have already formally recognised the Holodomor as an Act of Genocide, but
the United Kingdom still remains one of the more prominent countries not to have




followed suit. In addition to signing the petition, we have also enclosed a draft letter
that can be adapted and sent to the Prime Minister.

3. Camps Committee Meeting

The “post-mortem” meeting of the Camps Committee will now take place in
Tarasivka on Sunday 2 December 2007 to review this year’s youth camps held at
Tarasivka and to start planning for next year’s camps. This meeting had been planned
for 16 September 2007 (see Circular 17/07) but had to be cancelled when it became
apparent that there would be an insufficient number of people attending. All those
who were in “komanda”, took part as an educator (‘“vykhovnyk™) or generally helped
out in this year’s camps, are invited to attend. Kick-off at precisely 11:00 am. Further
details can be obtained from Lesia Kochan (kochans @ntlworld.com or tel: 0161 773
2972), who will be chairing the meeting. Please confirm attendance in advance.




Draft letter to the PM regarding the Holodomor:

Right Honourable Gordon Brown MP, Prime Minister of the United Kingdom

I’d like to congratulate you on becoming the Prime Minister of the United Kingdom
and to wish you all the best in your new role.

I write to you as the president of the Ukrainian Youth Association in Great Britain.
Our organisation was formed when Ukrainians arrived in the United Kingdom
following the Second World War since then its leadership and activities have passed
into the hands of a second generation of young parents born here in the United
Kingdom.

Those Ukrainians who first arrived here and formed our organisation lived in Ukraine
during the times of the Soviet Union. During this time Ukraine and Ukrainians
suffered at the hands of the atheistic Soviet regime. Many atrocities were visited upon
Ukrainians by the Soviet authorities but by far the worst act was the imposition of
laws and regulations which resulted in the Great Famine 1932-33 (Holodomor). The
Holodomor was artificially created by the Soviet government, lead by Stalin/..
Stalin’s policies lead to the deliberate and systematic murder of up to 10 million
Ukrainians, qualifying it to be formally recognised as an act of genocide.

During the Soviet era international interest in the Holodomor was muted and limited
in the face of hostile Soviet denials. It was only a couple of years before the collapse
of the Soviet Union that the Holodomor began to be recognised as genocide against
Ukrainians. The US Congress acknowledged the Holodomor as an act of genocide in
1988. Since then many countries have followed suit. Unfortunately the United
Kingdom has yet to officially acknowledge and formally recognise the Holodomor as
an act of genocide against the Ukrainian nation.

We would like to ask you to lead your new government to the formal recognition of
the Holodomor as an act of genocide against the Ukrainian nation. In doing this your
government would uphold the traditions of the British people to right wrongs and
support and protect those persecuted by authoritarian regimes. Doing this would be an
act of remembrance of the millions that were killed and would honour those that
survived, especially those and their descendents, who later settled here and are now
citizens of the United Kingdom.
