I am writing to request your support for Written Declaration 04/2007, currently open for signature in the European Parliament on the international recognition of the great famine in Ukraine (1932-33) as genocide. The declaration, co authored by Dr. Charles Tannock and Marek Sivets, will symobolise the European Union's recognition of a major act of genocide. In 1932- 1933 between 7000, 000 and 11,000, 000 Ukrainians were murdered by enforced starvation (that at least is the shortfall in population between the 1926- 1937 censuses for ethnic Ukrainians). Please read the quotes from eye witnesses below, and consider that, while we cannot undo the evils of the past, we can provide these children, and the other Ukrainian citizens who were killed with some measure of justice.

On one side, millions of starving peasants, their bodies often swollen from lack of food; on the other, soldiers, members of the GPU carrying out the instructions of the dictatorship of the proletariat. They had gone over the country like a swarm of locusts and taken away everything edible; they had shot or exiled thousands of peasants, sometimes whole villages; they had reduced some of the most fertile land in the world to a melancholy desert." " I saw ravages of the famine of 1932-1933 in Ukraine - hordes of families in rags begging at the railway stations, the women lifting up to the compartment windows their starving brats, which, with drumstick limbs, big cadaverous heads and puffed bellies, looked like embryos out of alcohol bottles."
