AUYA CAMP POLICIES — BARABOO, WISCONSIN — (GUARDIAN)

The guardian is responsible for:

NOT being in the kitchen or adjacent eating areas during camp meal times. Designated camp personnel are
responsible for children eating properly and snacks will be available for purchase at designated times.

NOT entering camp bunking areas except during designated “Dozvillia” hours. Designated hours of entry will
usually be between lunch and dinner on Sunday ONLY!

NOT giving food/treats etc. to campers at anytime while camp is in session. This includes, but is not limited to,
the pool and/or kitchen areas.

NOT giving or allowing children to bring outside food to camp.

Out of respect to the CYM Uniform, no one is permitted to jump/throw etc. into the pool after the end-of-camp
ceremonies.

The guardian is also responsible for, but not limited to:

Reading camp information board outside of the kitchen for updates.

Having their respective camper understand the camp policies and procedures listed within.

Bringing any camp concerns to either the appropriate camp “Oboznyj” or higher-ranking camp personnel only.
All other camp personnel will only refer you to one of the above. (See attached for list of Camp Chain-of-
Command.)

Understanding that this organization will not be held liable for any personal items brought by any camp attendee.
This includes, but is not limited to, items listed on the “List of Articles Needed for Camp” and any others that can
be ceased by “Komanda” for release at camp termination or “Dozvillia.”

Understanding that in the event that a camper or even camp personnel is involved in any situation that is
deemed inappropriate, it will be at the “Komendant’s” discretion as to when and what action, if any, will be taken.
Understanding that their child’s improper actions could result in expulsion from this camping session or even all
future sessions.

AUYA CAMP POLICIES — BARABOO, WISCONSIN — (CAMPER)

The camper is responsible for:

Respecting their fellow camper’s and/or camping personnel’s personal belongings and understand that stealing,
vandalism, etc. will NOT be tolerated.

Keeping their hands and feet to themselves and understand that fighting, whether real or play, will NOT be
tolerated.

NOT threatening or intimidating any fellow camper or camping personnel whether it is physically or verbally.
NOT excepting outside food from anyone, other than that which is served to all campers from the kitchen while
on campgrounds.

NOT bringing or accepting any outside food or other items that are forbidden. (This would include items i.e.:
junk food, candy, gum, radios, CD players, game boys, trading cards, cell phones, walkie talkies, etc.)

NOT allowing anyone other than fellow campers or camping personnel into the camp bunking areas except
during designated “Dozvillia” hours. Designhated hours of entry will usually be between lunch and dinner on
Sunday ONLY!

Out of respect to the CYM Uniform, campers and/or personnel are NOT permitted to jump/throw etc. into the
pool after camp termination has been called.

The camper is also responsible for, but not limited to:

Exercising proper behavior while on campgrounds, field trip or “Dozvillia,” to the standards listed in the “Bylaws
of CYM.”

Keeping their sleeping quarters clean, neat and organized at all times.

Being responsible for cleaning up after themselves at all times.

Showing respect to all persons, animals or anything found on the campgrounds or during a field trip.
Understanding that their actions could result in expulsion from this camping session or even all future sessions.
Understanding that any money brought to camp for purchase of snacks or any other legal use is brought at the
sole responsibility of the camper and their guardian.

Understanding that “Komanda” has the right to cease any personal or other items that are deemed inappropriate
